Baldwin and Wilkes County FACS agents collaborated
on a financial literacy blog that reached over 130 site visitors with 21
blog posts. The Agriculture and Natural Resources agent developed
disease management training for GC&SU Facilities employees.
Participants engaged in learning exercises focused on a plant disease
overview, sprayer calibration, turfgrass disease, irrigation problems
and ornamental disease management. Sixteen employees participated
and indicated that the information they received would help their job
performance.
