
Vidalia onions are harvested with hand labor using clipping shears to
reduce bruising. Research from a two-year study comparing onions
clipped at different neck lengths shows that leaving longer necks
reduces this occurrence of internal bacterial center rot. This new
practice is being implemented on Vidalia onion farms in the region.  
During the 2024 program year, 598 youth participated in 4-H
programming through in-school and out of school activities. This
includes summer camp, Project Achievement, judging teams, Project
S.A.F.E. shooting sports, leadership programs and more. Thirty-three
local food business owners and 16 food handlers completed ServSafe
certification courses. The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance Program
served 12 clients in 2023 and secured $5,303 in refunds.
