
In May 2023, 27 middle school Coffee County 4-H’ers participated in
a unique hands-on learning experience called the  Rural-Urban
Exchange. 4-H’ers learned about diverse industries and production
agriculture by taking tours and with a variety of local businesses and
farms. 4-H’ers increased their agricultural literacy 33% as
demonstrated by the pre- and post-program surveys. There was a
noticeable difference in how students viewed Coffee County’s impact
on the U.S. before and after the event. In the pre-survey, 38%
strongly agreed that industries in Coffee County impacted the United
States. However, that number increased to 70%  after the business
and farm tours. Coffee County Extension plans to repeat the program  
this year.
