
Office contacts were 376 phone calls, 420 written and 355 in-person
visits, fielded by administrative assistant Marjean Miller.

Clark MacAllister, ANR Extension agent,  conducted 130 farm site
visits, consulted 446 contacts by email, 648 contacts by phone and
had 154 in-office contacts. A new class of Master Gardener Volunteers
was trained to help extend outreach to the community.

Samantha Graves, 4-H program associate, conducted in-school club
meetings reaching 922 students each month. 4-H members
participated in various judging competitions, competed in SAFE
shooting sports and showed livestock throughout the state.
