
Echols County 4-H strives to provide an environment where all youth
and families feel welcome and experience belonging, one of the
essential elements of 4-H. To combat this, the 4-H agent completed a
hybrid 12-week course on engaging Latino youth and families for 
4-H professionals. Along with education and in-school programming,
staff have also made an intentional effort to build a relationship with
families. Staff worked diligently to ensure the only reason a child
would not be able to participate in a 4-H function would be due to
parent permission or scheduling conflicts, not because of funding or a
sense of belonging. Building relationships with families, youth and
community partners and securing financial support and adequate
fundraising were all integral pieces.
