Vidalia onions are traditionally harvested with hand labor using a pair of onion
clipping shears because they are more susceptible to bruising, yet this method
transfers bacterial inoculum by means of the clipping shears. A two-year study was
conducted comparing clipping onions at different neck lengths to reduce the rate of
internal bacterial rot. In a recent survey at the 2023 Vidalia Onion Grower Meeting,
46% of the participants responded they were harvesting onions with longer neck
lengths because they believe it is beneficial for reducing center rot due to study
findings.
