
Habersham Extension continues to address watershed assessment
and restoration. Through grant funding, local farms implemented
exclusion fencing in heavy-use watering and feeding areas, totaling
$764,000 in 2020-2024. 4-H offers a variety of programming,
developing a new Cloverbud program for early elementary youth,
expanding Farm to Food Camp and exceeding quotas for 4-H Camp.
Youth won district and state competitions in judging teams (poultry,
forestry and Cotton Boll & Consumer Judging), livestock showing and
food challenge. Our Family & Consumer Science and 4-H Program are
enjoying a brand new teaching kitchen where food preparation and
preservation classes will be hosted on a regular basis.
