(vapes) and the likelihood of these products being laced with fentanyl
and/or other harmful drugs. Hopefully they will share the dangers of
vaping with others as a result of this program. While it does not
replace parental guidance and counseling, it does serve as a starting
point in tackling this national problem that is affecting our youth.
