
4-H Flea Market Flip Club gives students an opportunity to learn
hands on and soft skills through refinishing or repurposing old
furniture. Eight students participated in the program and 75% of
participants indicated an increased knowledge of communication and
decision making, while 88% indicated increased confidence in their
trade skill abilities.The Jones/Baldwin County ANR agent developed a
disease management training for GC&SU Facilities employees.
Participants engaged in learning exercises focused on a plant disease
overview, sprayer calibration, turfgrass disease, irrigation problems
and ornamental disease management. Sixteen employees participated
and indicated that the information they received will help their job
performance.
