
There are 286 youth enrolled in the Randolph County 4-H program,
meeting monthly in schools with all fourth and fifth graders,
enhancing science standards and learning about agriculture. After-
school meetings and community service projects are held monthly at
the office. Parents and school administrators provide great support
for youth in 4-H project achievement, summer camp and local
summer activities. The Ag and Natural Resources program was very
productive with a field trial being conducted in the county. There was
record attendance at local production meetings educating the
producers on a variety of topics including a forestry production
meeting.
