
Severe storms damaged over 2,200 Griffin homes and businesses in
2023. Extension staff assisted emergency management agencies by
supervising the Tornado Relief Call Center. Staff and volunteers also
led teams to clear storm drains and prevent flooding. Spalding 4-H
sent 169 participants to district, state and national competitions and
recorded 246 volunteer hours during 2023. Family and Consumer
Sciences programs shared health and wellness topics emphasizing
weight loss through exercise, diabetes prevention and healthy eating
habits. Participant ages ranged from 18 to 87. Survey results indicated
an increased practice of proper portion sizes, understanding nutrition
labels and the importance of exercise.
