
Treutlen County is located along Interstate 16 and is most often
recognized for its timber production. The county seat of Soperton is
known as the Million Pines City, which hosts the annual Million Pines
Arts and Crafts Festival each November. In addition to timber
production, other crops such as corn, cotton, soybeans, peanuts and
small grains are also grown within the county. In recent years, cotton
has been the leading crop with almost 4,000 acres in production for
the previous crop year. Turfgrass, fruits, nuts and livestock
production contribute to the county farm gate value as well.
