4-H, along with Waycross Area Community Theater, promoted
leadership and public speaking opportunities to youth through its
annual summer theatrical production.
ANR coordinated an irrigation trial with local corn growers and the
Southeast District Area Water Agent that uncovered a potential
county-wide $350K profit increase. 
FACS delivered 845 hours of SNAP-Ed nutrition and movement
programs to low-income citizens at various community hubs
including the senior center, library and local farmers market.
