
Athens-Clarke County Extension has strong programming in all three
areas: 4-H, FACS and ANR. ACC 4-H serves all youth in grades 5-12
with more than 600 youth participating in 2023. They learned and
excelled in leadership, citizenship and public speaking. The ACC FACS
Agent offered 81 programs and provided 3,501 educational contact
hours in chronic disease prevention and management, youth health,
establishing healthy adult relationships and reducing the risk of
foodborne illness. ACC ANR offered intensive Master Gardener (MG),
Master Naturalist and Master Composter courses to the public. MG
Volunteers contributed over 7,500 hours of volunteerism, including
the production of over 3,600 pounds of food, donated to those in
need.
